A PRESENTATION RECOGNIZING MONARCH HIGH SCHOOL PRINCIPAL JIM NEER FOR HIS

BACKGROUND:

The City would like to recognize Principal Jim Neer for his longstanding and dedicated public service
to the City of Coconut Creek and its residents.

Principal Neer has worked in the Broward County School System for the past 38 years. He began
his career here in 1984 when he moved to Florida from Michigan and began working as a Special
Education teacher at Ramblewood Middle School.
