Requested Action:
Conveyance of a revocable utility easement within the City’s Government Center located at 4800
West Copans Road.

Project Description:

The City of Coconut Creek wishes to convey a revocable easement to providers of communications
services, electric, and natural gas utilities and including service to the onsite communication tower
that are determined necessary to support services to the City’s Government Center facility at 4800
West Copans Road, and deliver and transmit their services to their customers.

Currently, utilities exist within the area of the proposed easement. Conveyance of the easement will
allow construction, operation, systems maintenance (including broadband), electricity transmission
and distribution, natural gas transmission, wires, cables, conduit or other apparatus. Conveyance
will further allow utilities ingress, egress, and access to perform work within the easement.

The proposed easement, located within the City’s Police Department vehicle parking compound, is
approximately twelve (12) feet wide and 546+/- feet long. All work by utility companies will require
coordination with the City’s Police Department.

The Planning and Zoning Board shall consider the application and make a recommendation to
the city commission. Upon city commission approval, the ordinance for conveyance shall be
recorded in the public records of Broward County, Florida.

Public Involvement:

Per Section 13-36.2, property owners and commercial tenants within 500 feet of the subject
property were notified by mail of the vacation of easement request and invited to attend the
Planning and Zoning Board meeting. Eighty-four (84) public notices were mailed by the City on
January 29, 2020.

A notice of conveyance of easement public hearing sign was also posted on the property 14 days
prior to the Planning and Zoning Board meeting. To date, staff has received two public inquiries
related to the project which were general in nature.

Staff Recommendation:

City staff has reviewed the application and finds the proposed conveyance of easement, subject
to conditions listed below, to be in compliance with Section 13-36.2 of the City of Coconut Creek
Land Development Code, Procedures for acceptance or conveyance/vacation/abandonment of
specific purpose easements.
