On behalf of the City of Coconut Creek Fire Rescue Department, | am writing in strong
support of the proposed Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and Community Staging Area
project.

As the City’s Fire Marshal and Emergency Management Coordinator, | am responsible for
coordinating emergency preparedness, response, and recovery activities for our
community. The development of a dedicated, appropriately designed EOC and staging
facility is essential to ensuring the City can effectively manage natural disasters, public
safety incidents, and large-scale emergencies.

Relocating additional emergency management operations to the proposed central City Hall
campus location is critical to maintaining effective response capabilities and resource
coordination. Positioning the EOC and Community Staging Area within the City’s central
government complex will enable immediate collaboration between executive leadership,
public safety departments, public works, utilities, and communications personnel. This
proximity will reduce response time, improve decision-making efficiency, and enhance
situational awareness during rapidly evolving incidents. A centralized facility will also
support efficient deployment of emergency supplies, equipment, and personnel
throughout the City, strengthening the ability to assist residents, businesses, and partner
agencies during emergencies.

The City’s current staging arrangements for Points of Distribution (POD) operations could
also be improved by relocating activities from the existing facility to the City Hall campus.
The proposed location would better accommodate the number of staff, partner agencies,
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‘and technology resources required during a full-scale emergency response. The City Hall
campus would provide additional operational space, improved parking capacity, and
designated areas for incident command staff, logistics teams, planning personnel, and
communications operations to function concurrently and more effectively.

As Coconut Creek continues to grow and faces increasing risks associated with severe
weather events, infrastructure disruptions, and other public safety challenges, investment
inamodern, appropriately sized, and centrally located EOC and Community Staging Area
is essential. This project will significantly strengthen regional emergency preparedness,
enhance coordination with state and regional partners, and improve the City’s overall
ability to protect life and property.
